X Status of Residence and
Residency Management System

1 Status of Residence

There are no restrictions on the activities of foreign nationals
with the status of residence based on their positions or social
standing, such as permanent residents, special permanent residents,
long-term residents, and spouses or children of Japanese nationals
or permanent residents. All other foreign nationals are permitted to
engage in activities (such as work) authorized for their status of
residence obtained upon entry into Japan and only for the
authorized residency period. To change the status of residence,
apply for extension of residency period, or to apply for permission
to engage in an activity other than permitted by the status of
residence previously granted, an application must be filed at and
submitted to the Immigration Services Agency.

The Immigration Control and Refugee Recognition Act has been
revised to add the new "Specified Skilled Worker" resident status
for foreign nationals residing in Japan.

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2 Changing Status of Residence
(1) In case of change in occupation

Permission is needed from the Immigration Services Agency
when a change of occupation will affect the status of residence.
For instance, a person, whose status is “Specialist in
Technologies/ Humanities/ International Services,” gives up
his/her job and begins to teach at a college with the status of
“Instructor,” requires permission to change status.

It is not necessary to file previously with the Immigration
Services Agency an application for change of status when a
person takes up other employment, if the activity comes under
the same status as already held. However, if the person
concerned feels some anxiety on his/her change in occupation,
he/she may file an application for the certificate of authorized
employment, for the purpose of confirmation by submitting the
documents showing the details of a new working place.

The certificate of authorized employment states "The XX
activities at company XX correspond to the above (resident
status)."

When a foreign national changes jobs and thus employers, he
or she must notify the Immigration Services Agency within 14
days of the day of such changes. Otherwise, the foreign national
may be fined up to ¥200,000.
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(2) Prospective employees with residential status that does
not allow work

An application for changing status of residence is required
when a student under a “college student” status hopes to be
employed in Japan after his/her graduation (Article 20,
Immigration Control Act).

In principle, a foreign national with the status of a
“temporary visitor” can not become employed. He/she should
leave Japan in order to get a new visa at a Japanese embassy or
legation abroad. Then the foreign national will be able to
re-enter with a suitable visa for his/her proposed activity.

However it is possible to change the status of residence,
based on social status or relationship. An example is that when
a foreigner, whose status does not allow employment, changes
his/her status to “Spouse or Child of Japanese National” as a
result of getting married to a Japanese national, it is not

necessary to leave Japan for a new visa.

3 A Permit for Extra-status Activities (e.g. a person
intends to engage in a part-time job)

A foreigner who stays in Japan with a residential status such as
"College Student” or "Dependent” is required to obtain permission
to engage in activities outside the scope permitted at the
Immigration Services Agency in advance, if the person wants to
enter the work force by taking on a part-time job, etc.

By obtaining permission to engage in extra-status activities, a
person may work up to 28 hours per week. Students may work up
to 8 hours per day during extended vacations such as summer
vacation.

They are generally allowed to engage in any work except for that
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in the entertainment and amusement trades. The scope of allowed
activities can be confirmed on the application for extra-status

activities and the resident card’s reverse side.

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4 Extension of Period of Stay

The period of stay is determined together with the status of
residence at the time of landing, the change of status of residence,
etc. A foreign national (except permanent resident or special
permanent resident) is permitted to stay in Japan within the period
of stay thus approved. Therefore, a foreign national who wishes
to extend his/her period of stay should apply to the Immigration
Services Agency for permission not later than the expiry date of the
authorized period of stay. An application for extension of period
of stay will be accepted from about three months prior to that date;
Anyone who stays in Japan beyond his/her authorized period of
stay may be subjected to punishment and/or deportation (Item 5,
Paragraph 1 of Article 70 and Item 4-(ii)) of Article 24, the
Immigration Control Act).
5 lllegal Employment and Deportation

And the persons, who intentionally or negligently employ these
illegal workers might also be subjected to punishment for the crime
of "assisting of illegal workers" (The punishment is imprisonment
for up to 3 years and/or a fine of up to ¥3,000,000.) (Article 73-2,
the Immigration Control Act)

6 Resident Card and Resident Registration

Foreign nationals (other than special permanent residents,
temporary visitors, diplomats, and officials) with the residency
period of longer than 3 months are categorized “mid- to long-term
residents” and issued a “Resident Card.” The mid- to long-term
residents of age 16 and above are required to carry their Resident
Card with them at all times.

However, special permanent residents are issued a “Special
Permanent Resident Certificate” through municipalities. They do
not have to carry the certificate at all times.

Mid- to long-term residents entering Japan for the first time are
issued a “Resident Card” upon entry and must register with the
municipality of their residence within 14 days of their decision to
reside in the municipality.

Mid- to long-term residents who have not left Japan must also
register with the municipality of their new residence within 14 days
of their relocation if they move to a new municipality.

A Resident Card holder must notify regional immigration
services bureau of any other changes in the information on the
Resident Card within 14 days. Otherwise, a fine of up to ¥200,000
may be imposed.

In case of loss of or damages to the Card, an application for a
reissuance must be made within 14 days. Otherwise, the affected
person may be imprisoned for a maximum of one year or fined up
to ¥200,000.
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In addition to what has been described above, all mid- to
long-term residents and special permanent residents are to be listed
in the Basic Resident Registers as “non-Japanese residents” and to
be eligible for various services offered by local governments. Such
foreign nationals can be householders and a residence certificate
would list all family members, regardless of their nationalities.
When relocating, those foreign nationals are required to notify
respective municipalities of not only moving in but also moving
out, just as Japanese residents are required to do so.

The Social Security and Tax Number System (otherwise known
as the "My Number" system) commenced in January 2016. Under
this system, anyone with a residence certificate, whether a Japanese
national or foreigner, is assigned a number that, in principle, will
remain the same for the recipient's entire life. For the time being,
the system can be used for social insurance, taxes and disaster
response, while some employers, securities companies, insurance
companies and others are asking for identification numbers from
employees, clients and members.

You should not show your number to others without reason. If
there is a risk that your number may be misused, please contact
your local government to change the number.

Current holders of a Basic Resident Registration Card may use it
for personal identification and other such purposes until said card
expires, but the Basic Resident Registration Card shall be void if
the holder is issued a Personal Identification Number Card. Like
the Basic Resident Registration Card, the Personal Identification
Number Card displays the legal alias of the holder.

The valid period of a Personal Identification Number Card shall
be 10 years for permanent residents and special permanent
residents (or 5 years for those under the age of 20), as it is for
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Japanese nationals, but for mid- to long-term residents other than
permanent residents the card shall expire on the date said resident's
authorized period of stay expires.

Note that mid- to long-term residents are still required to carry
their Residence Card at all times, even if they hold a Personal
Identification Number Card.

7 Re-entry Permit and Special Re-entry Permit

If a non-Japanese resident leaves Japan temporarily, his or her
visa status and authorized period of stay shall be revoked. Such a
resident must go through immigration and disembarkation
procedures in order to enter Japan again.

Re-entry permits and special re-entry permits are a system
intended to eliminate this inconvenience.

A re-entry permit is issued by the Minister of Justice prior to the
holder's departure from Japan in order to simplify immigration and
disembarkation procedures when the holder temporarily leaves
Japan and then wants to re-enter. A non-Japanese resident who
receives this permit does not have to obtain a new visa when
requesting disembarkation upon re-entry and continues to retain his
or her existing visa status and authorized period of stay. There are
two types of re-entry permits: a one-time re-entry permit that may
only be used once, and a multiple re-entry permit that may be used
an unlimited number of times until the permit expires.

The validity of a re-entry permit lasts as long as the holder's
current authorized period of stay, with a maximum validity of 5
years (or 6 years for special permanent residents).

In addition, if a mid- to long-term resident re-enters Japan
within 1 year of his or her date of departure (or 2 years for a special
permanent resident), in principle there is no requirement to obtain a
re-entry permit. If said resident carries a valid passport and
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Residence Card (or certificate of special permanent residency in
case of a special permanent resident) and, at the time of departure
declares to the immigration inspector his or her intention to re-enter
Japan, then the resident shall be considered permitted to re-enter

Japan.

8 Status of Residence "Specified Skilled Worker”
The "Specified Skilled Worker" resident status includes Specified Skilled
Worker(i), for people that conduct work requiring expertise based on a
certain level of knowledge or experience in a specified industrial field, and
Specified Skilled Worker(ii), for people that conduct work requiring

expertise in a specified industrial field.
